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Well unfortunately, I don't vote in Zahrani but rather in Beirut III, 
in addition to that I don't plan to travel to Lebanon in order to vote, given my occupation with engineering projects approvals that starts now with the upcoming of summer, soil defrost and hence constructions. 

My clients are increasing in numbers. Also, I don't have a Lebanese voting card nor the plastic Lebanese ID, but just my old fashion Lebanese ID from paper and some “Ichraj Keyds” that I use when coming to Lebanon, since I have to show them otherwise, I can risk to have an entry visa! 
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The worst is that I have not renewed my Canadian passport that expired since 1997, in addition to not using a Lebanese one since more than 20 years!
Any how, these are not the objectives of this short statement, but rather than that I have been wondering since about a week and following the statements of Riad to make this election round, his last, what would it be the counter alternative to that decision?
