The Amendment Of The Confessionalist Political System Of Lebanon
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So many times and at many periods of my life I have been asked this question. It is like the Little Prince book philosophy of life whereby, if you read it at various ages you will grasp it differently. So is this topic of confessionalism in Lebanon. Therefore, to solve it, we only need to sit among ourselves as Lebanese since only us know and sense its meaning in our day to day life.
Now, be aware of the timing and period that this question is being asked, for here is the whole, and I am sorry to say, trick in this affair!

This question used to be asked mostly in classrooms and political saloons of Lebanon before the 15 years wars of 1975-90, when Lebanon was healthy in its socio-political situation and especially, free of weapons among populations, militias and political parties.
However, this situation is no more in existence.
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I remember the first time we discussed this in the classrooms of my school IC (French Section) in the mid sixties, and the answer came from a book written by our teacher Maitre Wadih Chbat to say: 
Confessionalism in Lebanon is a process that will disappear naturally by itself from our life with time. 
Therefore, this phrase took the situation of peaceful and normal Lebanon at that time in consideration to result in that confessionalism will disappear by it self given our progress in maturity which was planned by the Lebanese state that was independent, sovereign and healthy in its politics and economy. This whole situation doesn’t exist now unfortunately! Better to say, is that this question and its answer were the main barriers to the prosperity and development of this country Lebanon at this specific antecedent time only.
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Consequently, at this time of our present history, this question and its answer won’t solve the main problem of this chaotic situation in our country. 

So what is the main problem standing as a barrier in the development of Lebanon?     
The answer is weapons in the hands of individuals, political parties and militias. Among the big owners is first Hezbollah, second the Palestinian organizations, and third the Lebanese political parties.
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When this problem is solved, Lebanon will return to normality as a peaceful state so that entrepreneurs and investors whether Lebanese or foreigners, will flow in mass to that country and hence, confessional political job opportunities will be only the challenge of the less fortunate people of this country, so to make this whole question of confessionalism in Lebanon as obsolete.  
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
