The Arab-Israeli Conflict and the Quest for Peace: What are Its Theoretical Foundations and what are Its Practical Requirements?-Annex I

In this first Annex I going to comment further on two items that appeared in two paragraphs which are:

1. The Palestine-Jordanian Frontiers versus the Jewish Expansion Channel Eastward
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In view of the above description, we have to state that the possible Israeli reluctance to the establishment of the Palestinian State is their non declared need for an expansion channel Eastward towards Jordan because of Jewish worldwide inflow and migration towards Israel. 

2. The Syrian-Golan Frontiers versus the Jewish Expansion Channel North-Eastward
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On the Syrian Israeli frontier, the Jewish expansion settlement upward in the Golan is still in progress and eventually will have to stop in the event of Peace settlement with the solid unleaning Syria! This is of course the second expansion channel required by Israel to accommodate in the future world Jews Migrations.
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In my opinion, it is better to forget about Peace with Syria because of its unacceptable behavior on the world scene since many years, and to settle a peace accord with the Palestinians in order to create the State of Palestine which is the stringent requirement for Peace in the Middle East.
Discussion and commentaries 

As you can realize, I have raised in this previous article two possible Israeli expansion channel programs in order to accommodate future Jewish migrations for one main reason, which is to accomplish permanent peace with the Arabs, that also considers Israel legitimate existence and continuity without future surprises because of inadequate present planning.
I am proposing to choose between expansions towards Jordan, and hence with future expel of Palestinians from the West Bank, versus expansion towards Syria through the occupied Golan Heights. Once we decide on one we have to forget about the other, and in my opinion, it is more adequate to choose the Golan as an expansion channel to Israel to insure the establishment of a Palestinian State required by most of the World Communities.

Why I am raising this question in such a frame has to do with the articraft of the process of the Creation of Israel whether the first Israel in Bible history or the second one established in 1948.
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As all of us know, Israel was created through the Will and Word of God transmitted as  Prophecy to Abraham then Moses, and subsequently planned and realized through the mind and hands of human beings which are the: Jews. 

The same with the second Israel birth and creation but this time through the Vision of Ezekiel, the Mind of Herzel and the Will and Hands of Jews as Ben-Gurion, Wiseman, Etc…
The artificial creation of an entity is usually the Job of Engineers. Whether it is a dam, reservoir, aqueduct or a pumping station, we consider the present capacities then forecast future needs in order to have lasting service works of more than fifty years! 

In consequence, since Israel was an artificial human creation, it should obey some engineering norms and trades, which in this case are an adequate and acceptable expansion channel to this rising country of the Levant, either via the Golan or Via the West Bank.

Now, of course there two other possible channels:  one through South Lebanon while the other through Gaza and Egypt.
These two are being discarded since none was lately occupied by Israel following these two past wars: one with Hezbollah whiles the other with Hamas. 

In addition, Israel is in Peace with Egypt and so is the case with Jordan, so that the only available and open access channel for expansion is the one of: Golan!
