The International Tribunal: Commentaries-Annex II 
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Lebanon has witnessed since more than 30 years many wars on its soil resulting in all types of human catastrophes involving generation and generations of Lebanese people, without neglecting of other important pions on the political scene in order to complete the whole diabolic scenario of intelligence services of all types and categories from the Middle East or alien to it, with the common goal of camouflaging and secluding a mysterious Phantom which no body questioned him self or the others why and what for?

This is my self critic or better to say, explanation of some words and sentences within the same article concerned with the International Tribunal. Is as follows. As I have noted before, Syria occupied this country for nearly 30 years during two of its presidential rulings: President Hafez Al-Assad ruling from 1977-2000 followed by the second presidential ruling of the actual President Bashar Al-Assad from 2000 up to 2005, with the whole process ending with the exit of Syria from Lebanon following the assassination of Prime Minister Hariri, and the Lebanese people uprising with the Cedar revolution. 
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The Phantom of the Opera is a kind of modern 20th. Century music oratorio that was first produced as an unsuccessfully written mini-series in France and latter became notorious when transformed into an opera with many adaptations over the years in Europe and America. 
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Grosso modo this is a true story about a disfigured phantom living in an opera underground that kidnaps Christine a soprano woman and consequently blackmails the whole opera administration for many years. The phantom explains her that he is the angel of music being sent to her by her father.
Her lover Raoul with the help of a Persian succeeds in discovering her hidden location and came to her while she was in the the phantom’s company in a torture room. The girl starts to show sympathy to the ugly phantom Eric to alleviate his angry temperament and show him happiness; afterwards, the phantom removed his mask and showed his ugly face to Christine that kissed him on the front. Subsequently, the phantom authorized the marriage of Christine to Raoul and let them go after asking them to come back to him after his death, in order to burry him along the ring that he previously gave to Christine. Three weeks after he dies, Christine and Raoul came back to bury him.
Now how can we relate the Syrian occupation of Lebanon at the time of the late Hafez Al Assad to the phantom of the opera is as follows? Following the 1967 six days war between the Arabs (Egypt, Syria, Jordan) and Israel that ended with a defeat to these three countries and a blow to Arab Nationalism in general, Syria came out of the six days war disfigured although it attempted another war in 1973 against Israel with marginal triumphs. 
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Following agitations in Lebanon between the Lebanese army and the Palestinians after the Cairo agreement in 1969, Lebanon went into the 1975 civil war that marked the intrusion of Syrian army into this country following an Arabic consensus. This is the beginning of 30 years of Syrian occupations following their previous many years of envies towards prosperous and sovereign Lebanon whom they always consider as part of the Great Syria. The mysterious phantom is the isolated and disfigured Syria following the 1967 war, that thrives to have a company which latter becomes Lebanon (Christine in the Phantom Opera) to whom Syria steals its independence (the kidnapping of Christine) and put its administration (Lebanese Government) into years and years of blackmail. This phantom epopee is terminated following the phantom tragic death symbolized by the Syrian expulsion from Lebanon following the Lebanese up rise termed the Cedar revolution.
This whole phantom of the opera tragedy is closely tied with the novel Faust of Goethe that was presented as a musical choreography in the form of Faust opera by the French 
C. Gounod, in addition to Faust symphony by F. Liszt, the Mahler 8th. Symphony of G. Mahler, together with other themes from Faust in other Mahler symphonies as the

3rd one, without forgetting about Mephisto Vasle of Liszt and the works of H. Berlioz.  

Goethian philosophy of Faust revolves around Dr. Faustus who in seeking knowledge chooses the path of evil instead of well doing. This is what actually happened when the actual Syrian regime decided to assassinates the late Rafik Hariri and hence, converging in a Faustian manner towards the phantom of the opera, which literally is very similar to Faust of Goethe hence, the legitimacy of this resemblance of true events in Lebanon with this opera true story.
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
