The International Tribunal For Lebanon: Commentaries-Annex III

In this short dissertation, I will comment on the following two paragraphs that appeared in my conclusion concerning the above topic which are:
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The fitting of Lebanon’s events over the past thirty years with the “Phantom of the Opera” tragedy is striking in its resemblance. Neither similar romantic nor surrealist period novels as the “The Hunchback of Notre Dame” of Victor Hugo for example, can fit better into Lebanese events as the Phantom of the Opera for one exceptional reason as follows. The Phantom of the Opera tragedy was an unsuccefull novel in its in initial creation, but became a success in its successive adaptations as an on stage live theatre or opera. This was not the case with The Hunchback of Notre Dame that was a successful novel when created and less famous when adapted as a movie.

The same with Lebanon, the initial Syrian presence as part of an Arab peace force intended to bring back peace to Lebanon following the two years of civil war, was a fast and randomly composed comedy that didn’t hold well and long enough to end up with almost all Arab forces leaving Lebanon and keeping behind the Syrian forces. These forces profited from this long time awaited occasion, to enlarge its forces and expand in the whole country, through secret service logistics financed by the rest of the Arab country, who wanted to finish with this affair, following an International green light from the world communities.
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As you are all aware, Lebanon that we experience today is much worse than the Lebanon of before the year 1975 that started a long agonizing war on its soil. Although this country is becoming fitted with fair infrastructures and is welcoming an acceptable number of tourists each year, nevertheless with all these technical developments, this country is not able to reach his past status as the Switzerland of the Middle East that he lost little by little as the 1975 war progressed on his land causing segregations among his people. Grosso Modo, most of the Arab countries evolved in time while Lebanon went backward in his conditions so that we ask ourselves:

How to recuperate our lost country? How to recuperate our Sovereignty? 
There are two ways to return in time: The first, is a return in space time trough time compression which is costly and can be afforded only by the wealthy people, rendering this country a mosaic of peoples and events living at different periods. 
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The second, is a return in phase space which is more possible for the whole population and consists of gathering the different labyrinths schemes that represent Lebanon’s loss and then to select one of them. Therefore, if we gather 10 schemes and eliminate 9 then we would have gained 9/10 and lost 1/10 of Lebanon’s recuperation which is better than nothing!
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With the remaining labyrinth that represents Lebanon’s loss and containing about 10 paths, I will have to fit events into the best 1 of 10 in order to save this country and this will be my future projects when I finish of gathering data and observing events in the Middle East. 

Now I return to this surprising event of liberation of the four prisoners that were in charge of the past security system in Lebanon.

I don’t see why people of Lebanon are segregated in many groups concerning this event that should unite them instead, since it means that the assassination of the late President Hariri was not an inside Lebanese job but most probably an exterior world wide plot.

In addition, why some Lebanese fractions want to punish some others, while the liberation of  Samir Geagea after a long imprisonment of about twelve years didn’t cause a similar remorse among his partisans?
