The Time Factor and Lebanese Politics versus this Same Time Factor and American Foreign Politics: How It Can be Used for Better Results in Favor of The US and It’s Allies?-Annex II
In this Annex, I am going to add some comments concerning the affine transformations of data from one country performance, as the USA for example, to others as Lebanon, Israel, Great Britain, Etc...


This method will permit to compare for example the Average value of the satisfaction index of USA to countries of a lesser inertia as UK, Lebanon... 
In this research study, the Economy Inertia of a country is simply understood as the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of a country the same as Weight in Physics is the Inertia of a Body!

The Av to USA = 3 is therefore: 3xGDP (USA)/GDP (UK) = 3x 14, 205 billions $/ 2, 646 billions $ = 16 based on 2008 records.

Therefore the average for USA in these times is supernatural compared to the average UK now as shown in the above tables!

The USA is still a superpower compared to countries of a lesser inertia, however for how long if this trend is maintained or even slowed down?

President Clinton predicted in a speech that the US will stay as a leading power for another 500 years! Is that so?


I have done some quick calculations now and in order to keep them in mind I am recording them right in here: 

USA in 1960: Satisfaction Index (SAT. IND) = 5 i.e. V. Good
USA in 2009: '' '' '' '' '' = 3 i.e. Av.

Av USA compared to UK = 16 more in 50 years, therefore: 

Drop of USA in 50 years = 2 points from 5 to 3 --> 16/2 = 8 lapses of 50 years or 8 x 50 = 400 years! President Clinton was right to say that the US will keep on as a super power relative only to UK, but how about the USA as a super power relative to China?

I will comment and calculate this afterwards. 

Note: USA and UK have nearly the same trend of performance in their Sat. Ind. to conclude they are truthful allies to each other! Israel also is in the same Jackpot!
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
