The Time Factor and Lebanese Politics versus this Same Time Factor and American Foreign Politics: How It Can be Used for Better Results in Favor of The US and It’s Allies?-Annex III

Let's carry some estimates of various situations involving the USA and other countries separate then USA and groups of countries termed rising powers.

USA vs. China: 

USA in 2009: 3 X 14,205 billions $ = 42, 615 billions $
China in 2009: 5 x 3,860 billions $ = 19,300 billions $ with 5 for V. Good from Table II before.

USA/ China = 42, 615/ 3, 860 = 11
As with UK we get for China: 11/5 = 2.2 lapses of 50 years or 2.2 x 50 = 110 years! 

Therefore the longevity of the US relative to China with the maintain of the same trends is 110 years much less than 400 years in the case relative to UK!

Let's calculate USA vs. some countries on the rise

USA = 42, 615 billions $

Rising countries: China (5 x 3,860 billions $) + Japan (4 X 4,909 billions $) + Brazil (4 x 1,613 billions $) + Russia (3 X 1,608 billions $) + Mexico (3 x 1,086 billions $) + South Korea (3 x 929 billions $) + Turkey ( 3 x 784 billions $ + Indonesia ( 3 x 514 billions $) + KSA (3 x 468 billions $) = 61, 555 billions $!!!! Much more now than USA and the Euro zone not being considered!

USA/countries on the rise = 3 x 14,205 / (3860 + 4,909 + 1,613 + 1,608 + 1,086 + 929 + 784 + 514 + 468 = 15771 billions$

USA/Some rising countries = 3 x 14,205/15771 = 2.7 
Now 2.7 / av. of 5+4+4+6X3 = 2.7/ 3.5 = 0.77 lapses of 50 years = 0.77 X 50 = 38.50 years!

Therefore, in 38.50 years from now and keeping this trend some rising countries are expected to overrun the USA economically and hence politically, this being done without consideration of Euro zone counties, Canada and Australia, all presumed allied to USA!

What if some countries of the Euro zone are behind this agglomeration of rising developing countries, then this means the existence of an International plot to take over the International Political Situation which to date was dominated by the USA and subsequently, to put this country in the shade awaiting maybe the undertaking of it's Military Arsenal!
Consequently, I judge it necessary not to allow any aggregation of economically rising countries to which a sample was used above in my calculations. We have seen a congress of these countries few months ago, I guess at the time of the Former Bush Administration, concerning a summit of those countries amounting to some thirty in numbers!
I think that it is primordial in the American political Interest not to allow such an agglomeration of economically rising countries, that most of them are still considered as developing and therefore not mature to run the World Political Scene.

In the event that this is impossible for some reasons that I won’t discuss in here, then I suggest that the United States Foreign Secretary oblige the Euro zone countries to follow exactly 100% the American Politics and hence, to let the Clan of Rising Countries run its politics worldwide. If again this is not feasible, then the Americans should count on their trustful allies in the European Union whether France, Italy, Spain and even Germany to follow strictly America’s politics otherwise, 2 out of 3 super powers can overrun the third which is USA! 

As to the fourth category of countries, although huge in number but with poor economy and a lot of debts, I suggest that the Americans try to gather some towards their side as Lebanon, Jordan, UAE, Bahrain, Qatar, Morocco, Algeria, Libya, Tunisia, Iraq, Afghanistan, Pakistan, Syria, Nigeria, Mali, Gabon, Bosnia, Argentina, Chili, Etc….

At the end, I think that the Americans should redo my estimates based on the data that they probably have gathered, and carry it the way I have done it and then: Decide.
By the way, I am writing these articles from Montreal in Canada and I tell you that each time that I write something positive and in US interests then I meet a bitter response in Montreal Metro, Streets, Coffee shops, Universities…

Can you imagine this? As if we are no more in North America so where are we? What is going on here in Quebec and probably in USA reminds me a lot of what was going in starting from 1970 and on in Lebanon and the results was the Lebanese War, Loss of Sovereignty and Independence, Bankruptcy of the Country, Exodus of the People…

I think that the same people who were behind these events in Lebanon are the same with some others behind this situation in North America and May God Help Us and in Lebanese Dialect: Ousour Man Anzar i.e. Forgive That Who Has Warned!
